The Kindle device uses E Ink, which allows it to be very readable in bright light as well as typical indoor room lighting.  This E Ink uses basically no power when on a static display with wifi turned off, giving it a 2-month battery life!
The Kindle also uses Whispernet, the network to automatically download purchased books and magazines to the device.  You can purchase a book on Amazon.com and the next time your book connects to the Internet, it can download the book for you!
[image: ]Important buttons on the Kindle: 
Home: Shows content stored on your Kindle as well as content archived at Amazon.
Menu: Turn on and off the wireless (save battery life!), shop in the Kindle Store, Sync Device, and Settings (login as different user & more)
Back: Takes you one step backwards from whatever you just did
Sym: Lets you type symbols not found on the keyboard (numbers, @, etc).  Press the Sym button to turn it off.
5-Way Controller: Selects an item or action when you press the center of the controller.
[image: ]       Text Key: Adjust the text size and orientation of Kindle
Power Switch: Puts your Kindle to sleep and disables other buttons. Hold to side for 7 seconds to turn off Kindle.


Week 1 Features: 
Kindle Store: Browse the store to find books for purchase. Search for “alice wonderland”
Dictionary: Open a book.  Use the 5-way controller to move the cursor in front of a word and look for the definition of the word to pop up.
Notes: Use the 5-way controller to place the cursor by a word, then begin typing a note. Save that note.
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
